


This conference explores the key role of communities in addressing
economic, social and environmental challenges for sustainable
development.

Communities are an essential context for our lives. They give places
meaning and provide us with security and reassurance through
networks of social and economic relations. Today, however,
communities are an even more important as wider forces bear
upon our lives from the environmental implications of climate
change, to personal economic security in a global labour market.

Today, the community is a frontline focus for action to respond to
the global side effects of production and consumption. In a
complex and challenging world, we increasingly experience and
address social, economic and environmental issues at a community
level.

Yet, just when we need the state to respond to and resolve these
issues, we recognise its limitations. In an absence of set solutions
at the national level, the community level is becoming increasingly
salient. Indeed, in many areas of policy, the role of the state is to
set the signals and create the space for local solutions.  

Recently, a thrust of government policy, a ‘New Localism’
empowers local decision makers, citizens and communities,
engaging them in policy and service design and implementation.
Indeed, the Government’s recent White Paper on communities set
the scene for local ‘sub politics’ as it “…shift[s] power, influence
and responsibility away from existing centres of power into the
hands of communities and individual citizens.”

This conference will provide a powerful and practical insight into
the role and capacity of communities in addressing and mitigating
the impact of structural changes within a risky, globalised world.

Key themes are:

• Sustainable development: Addressing the key role of
communities as sustainable entities, and their role in helping the
UK adapt to and mitigate the impact of climate change

• Community development: Exploring community identity and
development and enabling structures, drawing on the work of
the Nuclear Decommissioning Authority, and considering social
justice in respect of equity of outcomes and opportunities

• Capacity building: Insights into working in communities with
multi-national corporations in the areas of technology transfer,
skills development and education to empower individuals in a
new labour market

• New structures: Drawing upon a unique policy initiative
‘Britain’s Energy Coast’ in the North West of England which
engages public, private and voluntary sectors, local and national
government, and industry from the UK, to encourage local
activism and empower communities

• Globalisation: Highlighting the relevance and contribution of
communities to address global issues, and show how sub regions
in the UK are developing globally focused energy, environment
and related technology business clusters

This conference will enthuse and empower delegates involved in
communities and sustainable development. It will highlight
significant opportunities for ‘globalised communities’ to compete
and excel in a world of anxiety and change.
