Agenda item 3: Sellafield Ltd and Supply Chain Update
Phil Greatorex informed the committee that work on the Lifetime Plan continues and is due for completion Spring 2010.
A number of briefing sessions are being organised for both the Supply Chain and Contract Officers.  
Presentations will be given to T2 and T3 representatives responsible for tenders and contracts.This will include Sellafield Ltd expectations and contract guidance on socio economic outputs.
Henry Wormstrup commented that the people of Whitehaven were disenchanted with the local labour situation and not utilising local resources.  Phil Greatorex replied that we cannot be prescriptive or give preference to local suppliers.  An action was placed to find out facts and figures on use of local labour.
Mike Davidson suggested introducing if not already a requirement, for Suppliers to reduce their carbon footprint delivering the work as a means of pushing for use of local labour. He also added that discussions regarding local labour should be West Cumbria rather than just Copeland and Whitehaven.
Agenda item 4:- West Cumbria Vision Update, Cath Giel, West Cumbria Vision Board Member
Cath Giel, West Cumbria Vision Board member explained there had only been 1 board meeting so far.  New Board Members include Tony Price, Brian Watson, Stuart Swift, Tim Knowles and Tim Heslop.  There will be a West Cumbria Vision Board and Barrow Vision Board.
Their next meeting was due on 2nd September but this was to be a Nuclear Working Party.  As the new board had not had any visibility of work commitments there is to be a meeting at the end of September which will prioritise projects.

Joe Clark had concerns that Cumbria Vision was working in a similar capacity as Cumbria Community Foundation.  Dick Raaz explained that the Foundation was working purely as an agent for funders.
Agenda item 5:- NDA Update, Bob Churchill, Nuclear Decommissioning Authority
Bob Churchill, NDA gave an update on the Nuclear Decommissioning Authority, a copy of the report is available on the WCSSG website – www.wcssg.co.uk .
The key points from the report were as follows:-

NDA Chief Executive Officer and Accounting Officer, Mr Tony Fountain will take up his position from the beginning of October.
A breakout session on Socio Economics was held at the National Stakeholder Group meeting.  A full report is available on the NDA website.

A number of projects have recently been supported by the NDA.  These are also available on the NDA website.  One of the projects supported was the Haig Mining Museum.  This will become an energy museum.

The Whitehaven Festival appears to be another success.  An evaluation of performance against business case to follow.
Elaine Woodburn asked if the NDA were getting a Socio Economic Manager for all areas.  Bob explained that they have proposals to fill these positions for all areas.  He continued to say future levels of NDA funding is dependent upon site efficiency savings achieved
Agenda item 6:- NMP update, Mr W Anderton, NMP

Bill Anderton explained that Mr Graham Campbell was now in place as General Manager.

Two West Cumbria Grants Panel meetings have taken place.  Approximately £206k has been pledged.  This means they are almost half way through their budget for this year.  They will be targeting youth and carers as there seems to be a gap for funding in these areas.
